	· History: The Idaho PMP was established in 1997 through legislation introduced by the Idaho Board of Pharmacy for the purpose of getting prescription information to practitioners so they can better treat their patients when prescribing controlled substances.
· Goal: Identify illegal dispensing of controlled substances, and inappropriate use of controlled substances.

	Purpose of Idaho PDMP/ Key Functions

	The Idaho PMP assists in (1) the identification of illegal activity related to the dispensing of controlled substances and (2) providing information to patients, practitioners and pharmacists to assist in avoiding inappropriate use of controlled substances.



	Operational Details of Idaho PDMP

Data Collection 

	Data is submitted to the Idaho PMP via CD, disk, data exchange Web site, FTP site, paper or email.  Data is collected on a monthly basis from Idaho pharmacies and out-of-state mail service pharmacies licensed with the Idaho Board of Pharmacy.
Obtaining controlled substances illegally is identified by database information or complaints from pharmacists and practitioners.  Board investigator contacts local law enforcement and provides them with any information necessary to establish their case.  


	Access to Monitored Data and Confidentiality

	Access to data is available from practitioners, pharmacists, law enforcement, licensing boards, Medicaid/Medicare and patients.  Requesters must submit a written request form to obtain the prescription information.  

The data is analyzed to prevent the diversion of controlled substances.   The PDMP identifies individuals obtaining controlled substances from multiple providers or obtaining controlled substances too frequently from the same provider.

The Idaho PDMP uses DEA and professional license numbers to verify that the person requesting the prescription information is a valid user according to the statute.



	Education and Awareness Activities

	The Idaho PMP legislation does not mandate education on addiction for pharmacists or practitioners. However, if a request is made for addiction related information they are referred to the SAMSHA Web site or the Idaho Department of Health and Welfare.



	Access to Addiction Treatment

	The Idaho PMP has had contact with the Drug Court program, hospital ER departments, and the Department of Corrections. Currently, there is no formal relationship with the Idaho addiction treatment system.
