Overview

	· History: The catalyst for development of the Mississippi Prescription Monitoring Program was the federal legislation and cooperative relationship with Mississippi Bureau of Narcotics. Grant funds were obtained in October of 2004. Collection of prescription data began in April 2005.  Mississippi H.B. 542 became law July 2006.  

· Goal: Maintain and enhance database for effective intervention and to promote public awareness of prescription drug abuse and addiction.
· State Monitoring Authority: Mississippi State Board of Pharmacy
· Advisory Board: The Advisory Board includes representatives of the following organizations/constituents: Bureau of Narcotics, Boards of Dental ans Medical Examiners, Mississippi Medical Association and Pharmacist Association, Boards of Pharmacy, Health and Nursing, state Attorney General’s Office, Jones Jr, College of Pharmacy Technicians, Department of Medicaid and a consumer.
· Drugs Monitored: Schedules II, III, IV, and V.

	Purpose of Mississippi PDMP/ Key Functions

	The purpose of the PDMP is to obtain and maintain a database of prescribed schedules drugs in the state of Mississippi; provide reports to state law enforcement and licensing agencies that have open investigations. Currently, the PDMP is developing intervention and education resources.



	Operational Details of PDMP

Data Collection 

	Data is obtained via independent and chain pharmacies in the state via internet upload into an access database. The data is screened for accuracy, and stored in SQL for retrieval. Consequences for infractions and potential drug abuse are under development.



	Access to Monitored Data and Confidentiality

	PDMP Project manager has access to the information collected and it is accessed via SQL. Reports are generated for law enforcement and licensing board with open investigations.

Data is currently not analyzed.

Mississippi law states,  “Information obtained from the program is confidential and must not be disclosed to any person.”



	Education and Awareness Activities

	The Mississippi PMP is developing the program’s educational goals. The primary purpose of the education program is to inform law enforcement, prescibers, dispensers and licensing board aware of the PMP and its functions.



	Access to Addiction Treatment

	The Mississippi PMP has established linkages with the addiction treatment providers and has received information on the services provided.   Policies and procedures regarding interventions for individuals with a possible prescription drug abuse are currently under development.,

No referrals have been to date. Mississippi is in the planning stages of that component of the PDMP.
