	Nevada Prescription Drug Monitoring Program (PDMP)

Overview

	· History: Nevada instituted the prescription monitoring program in 1997 and received additional federal funding to enhance the program in 2004.  The enhancement employs web-based technology to expedite the distribution of reports to physicians and pharmacists on patients suspected of abusing or diverting controlled substances.
· Goal: The goal of the Nevada PMP is to prevent the inappropriate distribution and use of prescription controlled substances.

· Advisory Board:  Prescription Controlled Substance Abuse Prevention Task Force
· Drugs Monitored: Schedules II-IV

	Purpose of Nevada PDMP/ Key Functions

	Authorized users query (solicit a report about a patient under their care) the database through the Nevada PMP Web Center and receive a report about a specific patient. In addition, the PMP send unsolicited reports on potential ‘doctor shoppers’ to the patient’s practitioner and pharmacists.

The Nevada PMP employs a Pre-Criminal Intervention Officer in Las Vegas.  The officer’s role is to meet with patients and assist them to obtain help such a pain management specialist or addiction treatment services.



	Operational Details of Nevada PDMP

Data Collection 

	Data is collected from all dispensers in the state of Nevada by a vendor twice a month.

If a drug infraction or doctor shopping suspected, and unsolicited report is sent and in some case the patient is referred to the Pre-Criminal Intervention Officer.


	Access to Monitored Data and Confidentiality

	Access to the information is available to practitioners, pharmacists, state licensing boards, law enforcement, the patient, state agencies, (parole, probation, family courts, Medicare)

Threshold tables are established by the Task Force and are used to review individual patient prescription data. If warranted, unsolicited reports are sent to the practitioners and pharmacists of the identified patient.

Authorized users of PMP data must register before gaining access to the Nevada PDMP system.


	Education and Awareness Activities

	The Nevada PDMP is not required to provide education; however, grant money was used to create a public service announcement.


Requests for additional relation information and resources are referred to the Nevada State Bureau of Alcohol and Drug Abuse.



	Access to Addiction Treatment

	 The Nevada PDMP does not currently have a formal linkage with the state addictions treatment system.
