	Overview

	· History: The Utah Controlled Substance Database Program, created by legislation that went into effect on July 1, 1995, is used to track and collect data on the dispensing of Schedule II-V drugs by all retail, institutional, and outpatient hospital pharmacies, and in-state/out-of-state mail order pharmacies.  The data is disseminated to authorized individuals and used to identify potential cases of drug over-utilization, misuse, and over-prescribing throughout the state. 
· Goal: The goal of the CSDB is to provide a resource to aid in the Prevention, Treatment, and Enforcement of controlled substance prescription drug misuse and diversion.
· State Monitoring Authority: Division of Occupational and Professional Licensing
· Advisory Board: Pharmacy Board
· Drugs Monitored: Schedules II-V

	Purpose of (State X’s) PMP/ Key Functions

	Controlled Substance prescription data is accessed and disseminated to individuals authorized by Utah statute and used to identify potential cases of drug over-utilization, misuse, and over-prescribing of controlled substances throughout the state.


	Operational Details of  Utah PMP

	Data Collection 

	The required data may be reported by modem, CD/floppy disk, an encrypted attachment to e-mail, FTP site, HyperSend or on paper.  Generally, the media used is dependent on the pharmacy’s software vendor.  All transactions must be submitted at least once a month and should be received by the tenth of each month for the previous month’s activity.  However, data may be submitted more often, i.e. weekly or bi-weekly.  All pharmacies are required to provide a Data Transmission Form for each month’s activity/submission.  

All retail, institutional, outpatient hospital pharmacies, and in-state/out-of-state mail order pharmacies in Utah that dispense prescriptions for Schedule II-V drugs are required to report.  Controlled substances dispensed (administered) to an inpatient at a licensed health care facility are exempt from reporting.  A record of each Schedule II-V drug that is dispensed must be completed and submitted by the pharmacist-in-charge to the program manager at the end of every calendar month.  Submissions for the previous month’s activity must be received by the tenth day of each month.
If a drug infraction is suspected the case is referred to appropriate law enforcement agencies for investigation.  “Doctor Shopper” letters are mailed to each provider whose name appears on the “patient’s” printout.


	Access to Monitored Data and Confidentiality

	The data is accessed and disseminated to individuals authorized by statute (licensed practitioner, licensed pharmacist, authorized law enforcement personnel or authorized Dept. of Commerce, DOPL employees) and used to identify potential cases of drug over-utilization, misuse, and over-prescribing of controlled substances throughout the state.  In addition individuals must have authority to prescribe controlled substances or authority to dispense a controlled substance or investigating a violation of the Controlled Substance Act.  The request must relate to a current patient, customer, or investigative case.
Online access to the database is password protected.


	Education and Awareness Activities

	The UTAH PMP does not provide education on addiction.  If a request for information is received they are referred to the appropriate agency.



	Access to Addiction Treatment

	The Utah PMP has referred practitioners/individuals to appropriate substance abuse websites. However, they do not make referrals directly to a treatment provider.  That referral should be left up to the licensed practitioner. .
