	Familiarity with Prescription Drug Abuse Trends

	Q1: What process do you have in place to track drug trends? 

Idaho was recently awarded a CSAT State Epidemiological Outcomes Workgroup (SEOWs)
These workgroups are responsible for the collection, analysis, and reporting of substance use incidence, prevalence and related data. DBHSAP now has a research analyst and an epidemiologist on staff. Prior to this award, they used national data to track drug trends in their state.
Q2: What is the incidence of prescription drug abuse for your state? 

The SSA director indicated she does not have any additional information for this question at this time.

(Information below taken from a 2006 US DEA fact sheet on Idaho -www.usdoj.gov/dea/pubs/states/idaho.html)
“The most commonly abused pharmaceutical drugs encountered in the state are hydrocodone and benzodiazepines. Soma and its generic equivalent are commonly abused in combination with hydrocodone. The prescription drug OxyContin® is a growing problem in northern Idaho as it is more prevalent and easier to buy. The largest increase of OxyContin® prescriptions has occurred in pain-management medical specialty clinics. Methadone is frequently utilized for pain management, because it is less expensive than other Schedule II analgesics.
Current investigations indicate that diversion of oxycodone products such as OxyContin® continues to be a problem in Idaho. Primary methods of diversion being reported are illegal sale and distribution by health care professionals and workers, “doctor shopping” (going to a number of doctors to obtain prescriptions for a controlled pharmaceutical), and forged prescriptions. Codeine, Demerol® and ketamine were also identified as being among the most commonly abused and diverted pharmaceuticals in Idaho.”
Q2a: Describe any (current or planned) initiatives/programs that specifically target prescription drug abuse.

There are no planned or current state initiatives/programs that target prescription drug use.
Q3: To what extent do individuals seeking treatment for prescription drug abuse request services in state supported programs? Please describe the type(s) of programs in your state that provide treatment to individuals with a prescription drug addiction.

There are no programs in Idaho specifically designed to serve people with a prescription drug addiction. The treatment programs in place throughout the state serve these clients.

The SSA director has been in place for about three months, and indicated that she knows there is a Prescription Drug Monitoring Program, but is not familiar with it.

	Q5: Describe strategies that have been implemented in your state to reach out to physicians and pharmacists on addiction-related information. Were your efforts successful? Why or why not? 

Idaho’s Substance Abuse Services has worked with the state’s College of Obstetrics and Gynecology to provide technical assistance. The state is divided into seven regions. A state treatment staff person is appointed to serve each region. When a physician has a pregnant client who is in need of substance abuse treatment, the physician calls the designated point person. This person then works directly with the patient to find appropriate substance abuse treatment. The program has been very successful. There are about 125 OB/GYN’s in the state.



	Initiatives Related to Screening, Brief Intervention & Referral to Treatment

	Q6: Describe current/planned Screening, Brief Intervention, and Referral to Treatment (SBIRT) initiatives/programs that target prescribers of prescription drugs such as physicians, others authorized to prescribe prescription drugs and pharmacists?

DBHSAP applied for a SBIRT grant from CSAT this year to target the physicians who work in the state’s community health centers. DBHSAP has worked with the Idaho Primary Care Association to provide education and resources for the physicians working in these centers. This funding will allow the program to be expanded. They will learn if they’ll receive the award in September.
