The Illinois Department of Human Services Division of Alcoholism and Substance Abuse (DASA) is charged with designing, coordinating and funding a comprehensive and coordinated community-based array of services throughout the state for the prevention, intervention, treatment and recovery of alcohol and other drug misuse and dependency. This system addresses the needs of at-risk or addicted individuals and their families. DASA is also responsible for coordinating the efforts of all state agencies and their programs dealing with issues related to substance use.

DASA is divided into several major function areas: administration and quality assurance; program services; management, training and technical assistance; management operations; and planning, policy and performance.

In the last six months they have provided training on the Matrix Model, the GAIN instrument (Global Appraisal of Individual Needs) and conducted a weeklong Adolescent Addiction Training Institute (AATI). DASA funded AATI providing 85 scholarships for adolescent counselors from across the state.

	Familiarity with Prescription Drug Abuse Trends

	Q1: What process do you have in place to track drug trends? 

The Illinois Criminal Justice Information Authority (ICJIA) in Illinois (among others) tracks drug seizures, arrests and other data. DASA works with ICJIA regarding use of this data, and also uses data from other sources such as SAMHSA’s Household Survey, DAWN, DUI information, etc.

Q2: What is the incidence of prescription drug abuse for your state?

The 2003 Illinois Household Survey indicates that 9.3% of the Illinois population 16 years old and older has used prescription drugs nonmedically.

“The diversion of legitimate pharmaceuticals is a significant problem in Illinois. The problem of purchasing pharmaceuticals over the Internet has grown dramatically. Ritalin®, a controversial drug prescribed for attention deficit disorder in children, may be gaining popularity as a recreational drug for teenagers. The most commonly diverted pharmaceutical drugs continue to be those containing hydrocordone, alprazolam, and phentermine. There has also been an increase in the abuse of diazepam (valium®), especially 10 mg strength tablets. There has been a notable rise in the number of reported incidents of diversion of pseudoephedrine and, as a result, the number of investigations in this area is on the rise. There has been an increase in diversion of Canadian manufactured pseudoephedrine products being smuggled into the US, as opposed to domestically manufactured products being diverted from the regulated distribution chain. OxyContin® remains a highly abused substance in the state. With increased media attention on OxyContin® there has been a shift to an increased use and abuse of methadone.
Current investigations indicate that diversion of hydrocodone products such as Vicodin®, oxycodone products such as OxyContin®, and pseudoephedrine continues to be a problem in Illinois. Primary methods of diversion being reported are illegal sale and distribution by health care professionals and workers, “doctor shopping” (going to a number of doctors to obtain prescriptions for a controlled pharmaceutical). Benzodiazepines (such as alprazolam), methylphenidate, and methadone were also identified as being among the most commonly abused and diverted pharmaceuticals in Illinois.”
Q2a: Describe any (current or planned) initiatives/programs that specifically target prescription drug abuse.
There aren’t any initiatives with this focus currently.

Q3: To what extent do individuals seeking treatment for prescription drug abuse request services in state supported programs? 

There were 464 individuals served by the state treatment system for primary prescription drug use disorders and 666 for secondary prescription drug use disorders in fiscal year 2005.

Please describe the type(s) of programs in your state that provide treatment to individuals with a prescription drug addiction.
There are no treatment programs in Illinois specifically designed for people with prescription drug addictions. These people are served by the addiction treatment system in place throughout Illinois. Services available include: early intervention, outpatient, intensive outpatient, residential rehabilitation, recovery homes, halfway houses, medication assisted treatment and recovery support.

The Illinois PMP is also housed within the Department of Human Services. DASA is familiar with the PMP and interfaces with the PMP on an as needed basis.

	Q5: Describe strategies that have been implemented in your state to reach out to physicians and pharmacists on addiction-related information. Were your efforts successful? Why or why not? 

DASA has an ongoing relationship with a group of physicians who are very involved in the Illinois Society of Addiction Medicine. Many of these physicians work with local medical societies providing training and support. Some of these doctors are on the Illinois Advisory Council for DASA. There are no formal partnerships or initiatives in place at this time to educate physicians or pharmacists throughout the state about addiction.



	Initiatives Related to Screening, Brief Intervention & Referral to Treatment

	Q6: Describe current/planned Screening, Brief Intervention, and Referral to Treatment (SBIRT) initiatives/programs that target prescribers of prescription drugs such as physicians, others authorized to prescribe prescription drugs and pharmacists?

Illinois has an SBIRT grant from CSAT in several hospitals and primary care settings in Chicago. The grants are designed to help emergency room and outpatient departments provide screening, brief intervention and referral to treatment services to patients. 

DASA will also be proposing legislation this year to repeal Illinois’ alcohol exclusion law. This law gives private insurance companies the ability to not pay medical care costs when a person is injured if he/she was intoxicated. This law is a deterrent to physicians and emergency rooms screening patients who may have alcohol or other drug issues because they (the doctors/hospitals) may not get paid.
