	Familiarity with Prescription Drug Abuse Trends

	Q1: What process do you have in place to track drug trends?  
ODCP does not have any formal processes for tracking drug trends. However, the law enforcement area of ODCP monitors arrest and crime trends. The office participates in initiatives such as HIDTA (High Intensity Drug Trafficking Areas). The goal of this initiative is to reduce drug trafficking, related violent crime and money laundering in the HIDTA Region. The Michigan HIDTA Region includes a number of counties, which are centrally located with access to Chicago, Cleveland, New York, Toronto and Montreal – all major urban centers with key roles in the North American drug trade. 

MDCH, through another administration, has responsibility for monitoring controlled substance prescription use. ODCP also utilizes TEDS data and tracks reported alcohol and type of drug use for people admitted to treatment.   

Q2: What is the incidence of prescription drug abuse for your state? 

The incidence of prescription drug abuse for Michigan isn’t currently known.

“OxyContin® demand is increasing throughout the state. The Michigan Automated Prescription System (MAPS) program indicates that the state’s OxyContin® prescriptions have increased by 31 percent. Michigan is ranked number 30 for its OxyContin® comsumption per capita. Straits Area Narcotic Enforcement (SANE) Task Force, located in Cheboygan County, Michigan reported that 90 percent of the problems encountered are related to OxyContin®. The number of charges for OxyContin® abuse has also increased. In 2002, there were 37 charges made as compared to 60 in 2003. OxyContin® abusers are obtaining this drug through break-ins and robberies, doctor shopping, stealing from legitimate patients, selling parts of legitimate prescriptions, home break-ins and forged prescriptions.
Current investigations indicate that diversion of hydrocodone products such as Vicodin® continues to be a problem in Michigan. Primary methods of diversion being reported are illegal sale and distribution by health care professionals and workers, and “doctor shopping” (going to a number of doctors to obtain prescriptions for a controlled pharmaceutical). OxyContin® and methadone were also identified as being among the most commonly abused and diverted pharmaceuticals in Michigan.”
Q2a: Describe any (current or planned) initiatives/programs that specifically target prescription drug abuse.

ODCP itself does not currently have any planned initiatives. MDCH, however, has received a grant to address prescription drug abuse.

Q3: To what extent do individuals seeking treatment for prescription drug abuse request services in state supported programs? Please describe the type(s) of programs in your state that provide treatment to individuals with a prescription drug addiction.
Michigan provides substance abuse treatment services through a network of regional substance abuse coordinating agencies. About 65,000 people receive services each year. Any individual seeking treatment must meet ASAM LOC (American Society of Addiction Medicine – Level of Care) criteria. People with a prescription drug abuse problem are treated within the state treatment system. There are not treatment programs designed only for people with a prescription drug abuse problem.
