	Familiarity with Prescription Drug Abuse Trends

	Q1: What process do you have in place to track drug trends? 
ODMHSAS uses a number of national data sources to track trends across the state.

Q2: What is the incidence of prescription drug abuse for your state? 

Admissions data for Oklahoma’s state supported treatment programs indicate that the drug of choice for approximately 7.5 percent of people admitted last year was a prescription drug.

“The most popular pharmaceutical substances abused in Oklahoma are Vicodin, Lortab, propoxyphene, alprazolam, hydrocodone, Ultram, diazepam, Hycodan, Demerol, Dilaudid, and Percodan. Much of the diversion is through fraudulent prescriptions, doctor shopping, pharmacy break-ins, and hospital thefts. OxyContin is also increasing as a pharmaceutical drug of abuse in Oklahoma.
Current investigations indicate that diversion of hydrocodone products and pseudoephedrine continues to be a problem in Oklahoma. Primary methods of diversion being reported are illegal sale and distribution by health care professionals and workers, “doctor shopping” (going to a number of doctors to obtain prescriptions for a controlled pharmaceutical), forged prescriptions, and, in the case of pseudoephedrine, “smurfing” (individuals going from store to store buying products containing pseudoephedrine). Benzodiazepines and Lortab®/Lorcet® were also identified as being among the most commonly abused and diverted pharmaceuticals in Oklahoma.”
Q2a: Describe any (current or planned) initiatives/programs that specifically target prescription drug abuse.

ODMHSAS has no programs that target physicians and pharmacists. Interviewee indicated this has been the responsibility of the PMP.

Q3: To what extent do individuals seeking treatment for prescription drug abuse request services in state supported programs? Please describe the type(s) of programs in your state that provide treatment to individuals with a prescription drug addiction.
There are few private treatment programs in Oklahoma, so most people seeking treatment are seen within the state system. However, information about the specific number of people seeking treatment for a prescription drug abuse problem is not available. There are no specific programs designed to treat only prescription drug abuse.

	Q4: Explain how familiar you are with the State Prescription Drug Monitoring Program in Oklahoma. If you are familiar with this program, please explain what you know. If your agency has interfaced with this program, please explain how it has interfaced.

ODMHSAS staff are familiar with the program, however the two systems have had little contact. There is legislation in place which prevents the PMP from sharing the data they collect. This is frustrating for ODMHSAS staff. They would like to gain access to this information and to provide information about the benefits of treatment to PMP staff.

	Q5: Describe strategies that have been implemented in your state to reach out to physicians and pharmacists on addiction-related information. Were your efforts successful? Why or why not? 

ODMHSAS has worked with the Oklahoma Medical Association to provide addiction related information to physicians. They have also worked with the University of Oklahoma Health Sciences Department to give medical students information about addiction and treatment. They are currently funding a post-doctoral program in the Department of Psychiatry for MD’s and PhD’s to learn about substance abuse, and are hoping to help physicians understand addiction is a disease; not a crime.
