Implemented a one-year prevention fellowship from SAMHSA. After each fellow completes the program, it is hoped that he/she will continue working in the prevention field in West Virginia. 

(The following program is in the planning stages and will be funded this fall.)  The Division of Alcoholism and Drug Abuse is collaborating with the West Virginia State University to develop a curriculum for substance abuse. They are providing funding for development of the curriculum.

The Division of Alcoholism and Drug Abuse is also partnering with the West Virginia Mental Health Consumer’s Association on a Peer Recovery Network. They have sponsored an intensive training program (8-12 weeks) to create peer specialists who are trained in mental health and substance abuse treatment. The peer specialists after completing the program are qualified to work in the 13 community behavioral health centers funded by the state.

	Familiarity with Prescription Drug Abuse Trends

	Q1: What process do you have in place to track drug trends? 

The West Virginia Prevention Resource Center began conducting statewide surveys about drug prevalence in each county last year. This has given State agencies a baseline for each county. They intend to continue collecting this data each year and will watch for trends.

For the SAPT federal block grant, they are also required to track the types of drugs for which individuals are receiving treatment.
Q2: What is the incidence of prescription drug abuse for your state? 

(Information below was taken from a 2006 US DEA fact sheet on West Virginia - www.usdoj.gov/dea/pubs/states/westvirginia.html)

“Current investigations indicate that diversion of hydrocodone products and diazepam continues to be a problem in West Virginia. Primary methods of diversion being reported are illegal sale and distribution by health care professionals and workers, “doctor shopping” (going to a number of doctors to obtain prescriptions for a controlled pharmaceutical), employee theft, forged prescriptions, and the Internet. OxyContin®, benzodiazepines, and Lortab® were also identified as being among the most commonly abused and diverted pharmaceuticals in West Virginia.”

Q2a: Describe any (current or planned) initiatives/programs that specifically target prescription drug abuse.
West Virginia was part of a class action lawsuit against Purdue Pharmaceutical Company, maker of OxyContin and received $10 million as part of the settlement. With the funding, the Division on Alcoholism and Drug Abuse is partnering with the treatment provider association in West Virginia to create a training program for treatment practitioners about prescription drug addiction. There will be six trainings beginning this fall and continuing through 2007. 

Q3: To what extent do individuals seeking treatment for prescription drug abuse request services in state supported programs? Please describe the type(s) of programs in your state that provide treatment to individuals with a prescription drug addiction.
There are 13 behavioral health centers in the state of West Virginia, which are equipped to provide addiction treatment for any and all types of substance abuse problems, including prescription drug abuse.  Services range from detoxification to intensive outpatient, outpatient, transitional living and short and long-term residential programs for males, women and women with children.  There are no providers in the state that are specifically designed to target prescription drug abuse.

The Division on Alcoholism and Drug Abuse is familiar with and has been in discussions with the agency responsible for administering the State Prescription Drug Monitoring Program, the State Board of Pharmacy.  We have discussed ways the two agencies can work together in the future including the possibility of the Division on Alcoholism and Drug Abuse funding an analysis of the data received by the State Prescription Drug Monitoring Program. Collaborations are still in the planning stage.

	Q5: Describe strategies that have been implemented in your state to reach out to physicians and pharmacists on addiction-related information. Were your efforts successful? Why or why not? 

No programs for pharmacists. In March of 2006 provided a one-day training on Buprenorphine for physicians. Approximately 19 physicians were educated about the efficacy of Buprenorphine.  As a result of this effort, there has been a 10% increase in the number of physicians who are available as per the SAMHSA physician locater for Buprenorphine physicians in West Virginia.
